[image: 厨艺大赛]Kiran Alwy, 13, recently went home with 10,000 dollars (70,609 yuan) in prize money after winning on Food Network’s Chopped Junior, a popular cooking show in the US.
[bookmark: _GoBack]On the show, Alwy made lemonae (柠檬水), lobster tail (龙虾尾) and white chocolate macaroni (通心粉) and cheese into a lobster mac-and-cheese (芝士通心粉). She also made a beautiful salad topper. Her ability to improvise (即兴创作) helped make her a winner.
Learning to cook became important to Alwy after her parents got divorced (离婚). “ I kind of had to cook for myself. My mom can’t really cook,” Alwy said.
Alwy learned her kitchen skills from her father, Moid, and her grandmother, who taught her how to make traditional Pakistani dishes when she was 8. Her parents let her start using the stove (火炉) while they watched her. Moid taught her how to correctly use a knife.      
At her dad’s house in St. Louis Park, Alwy would try cooking with whatever they had on hand.“If we had ground beef (碎牛肉) in the fridge, I knew how to whip something up,” she said. Outside of the kitchen, Alwy has the busy life of a middle-schooler. She swims and plays cello. She hangs out with friends, gets good grades and watches TV — mostly cooking shows.

[image: 大自然女孩]	Have you ever climbed a tree? When was the last time you took a walk in a park? When you’re busy with schoolwork, it can be hard to find time to spend outdoors. However, this can actually be bad for your health. Spending time in nature can create future health benefits (好处).
The World Health Organization estimates (估计) that more than 450 million people around the world have some kind of mental disorder (精神疾病). But spending time outdoors might be helpful to them.
According to researchers from Aarhus University in Denmark, children who spend more time outside are less likely to have mental disorders later in life.
Researchers mapped the amount of “green space” around the homes of 1 million Danes who were born between 1985 and 2003. They compared this data with the risk of developing one of 16 different mental disorders later in life. They found that people who grow up in “green” areas are 55 percent less likely to develop mental disorders in adulthood.
Having more green space in a particular area means there are probably fewer roads and less pollution. This gives more chances for people to exercise and interact (互动) with each other. Simply being in a green area can help people relax and release pressure. All of these factors can have an impact on mental health, lead scientist Kristine Engemann told Science Daily.

Have you ever heard the term “body image” ? It refers to the way we see our own bodies and how we feel about them. Some people have a good body image — they know that while their bodies might not be perfect, they are still healthy and happy.
But many others — especially women — have a “broken” view of their bodies. They feel like they can never be skinny enough.
I have seen this among my own female (女性的) friends. I often see them complain about their weight on my WeChat moments (微信朋友圈)，even though they are already in good shape. I want to tell them to stop worrying and complaining, but it’s not really my place to do that.
This phenomenon (现象) has been a problem in the US and other countries for many years. But it seems to me that Chinese society places extra pressure on women to look perfect.
Some of you may remember the “A4 challenge” of 2016. Women posted pictures of themselves online, comparing their waist (腰部) to the width of a sheet of A4 printing paper. A4 sheets are only about 20 cm wide. For most people, that would mean that they are at an unhealthy weight.
Unfortunately, society and the media will probably always promote (提倡)these kinds of strict beauty ideals. But the thing to remember is that as long as you are not extremely overweight or extremely skinny, you’re probably in good health and are fine just the way you are.

What’s it like to live on water?
Britain has many kilometers of rivers and canals (运河) and around 30,000 people live on these waters in houseboats.
People started living in houseboats in the 1800s, when the country’s canals were built. People chose to live on the water in order to feel closer to nature and have a quieter way of life.
Living on the water sounds romantic, but it is also hard work. There are many jobs to do every day, such as bringing in clean water and getting rid of dirty water from the toilet, sink (水槽) and shower. During winter, living on a boat can be very cold. Also, most boats are quite small inside. You don’t have much space, especially if you are a couple, family or group of friends.
Although it is not easy, the number of people living on houseboats has grown by around 50 percent over the past 10 years. More families and young people are choosing to live on houseboats because it is much cheaper to buy or rent (租) a boat than a flat or a house.
