【学习任务单】

二、Step 2: Animals in Space

If the information, evidence and samples were appropriate（适合的）, in order to know how people would survive travelling there. Scientists would decide to send animals into space to test if they could live without Earth's gravity（重力）and atmosphere（大气层）, and also to test equipment that would later be used for human space flight.

Dogs were the most common animal sent into space. They were good because their size, ways of breathing and blood flow are similar to humans.


Chimpanzees were sent into space because of their similarities to humans and because they could be trained to perform tasks.


Frogs are used to provide information for scientists on how the inner ear works. These flights helped scientists understand motion sickness（运动损伤）.

Monkeys, rats, ants, snails, beetles, fish have also travelled in space.

Apollo 11 left Cape Kennedy on July 16th and went three hundred and eighty-five thousand kilometers. It took the astronauts three days to get there. On July 20th the spaceship landed in the Sea of Tranquility. Armstrong said "That's one small step for a man, one giant leap for mankind" when he first set foot on the lunar surface. Then Armstrong and Aldrin jumped up and down. They felt tired after their moonwalk, so they picked up some rocks and put them in the spaceship. On July 21st, Apollo 11 left the moon and returned to the Earth.
